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1. State your complaint as clearly and concisely as possible. Provide only the essential details
of the complaint, including the timeframe when the events occurred. Note that except in
extraordinary circumstances, the Commission does not consider complaints regarding matters
that took place more than three years prior to the filing of the complaint.

As you are aware of, Hellenic American University (HAU) has been created in 2004 by an
Act in the State of New Hampshire giving it degree-granting authority, subject to the
authority of the Postsecondary Education Commission. HAU was created as an “overseas
institution”, which exists not in the State of New Hampshire but in Athens, Greece, with an
administrative office in N.H., only (36 Salmon Street, Manchester).

The fact that HAU was created in New Hampshire and is therefore, a candidate for
accreditation by your Commission on Institutions of Higher Education, but operates in
Greece, has in our opinion, serious legal and educational ramifications. As a sovereign
country, Greece has its own laws and regulations regarding the accreditation of institutions of
higher education. According to the Greek constitution, the only institutions of higher
education that can be given the title “University” are public (state-run) ones; non-public
institutions may include the name “College” in their title but must legally be called “Centers
of Post-Secondary Education”. Frequently, these centers of post-secondary education are
affiliated with accredited European or US Universities, sometimes with more than one.
Nevertheless, because these centers operate in Greece and not in their home countries and
charge tuition, which Greek Universities don't do at the undergraduate level, they must be
registered as businesses, subject to taxation. The Greek state through the Ministry of
Education requires them to meet certain minimal requirements in order to obtain a license to
operate.

The centers of post-secondary education are supervised by the Ministry of Education, which
ensures that they meet certain minimal standards, both educational and financial, and do not
use the title “University”. In order to operate, the centers must first submit an application to
be licensed. Mr. Spirou, the president of HAU refuses to go through this process, claiming
that as a US University and a candidate for accreditation, it is exempt from the Greek
licensing requirements. Furthermore, because he describes HAU as a public US University,
he claims that it is exempt from taxation since Universities in Greece, being public, are not
taxed.

We want to make it absolutely clear that our objection to the accreditation of this institution
does not pertain to its accreditation for operating in the US. We have no problem whatsoever
with HAU being accredited by your Commission to operate in New Hampshire, or in any
other State for that matter. Our objection pertains to the fact that you are in effect accrediting
HAU to operate in Greece, thus allowing it to claim exemption from Greek rules and
regulations, both educational and financial. Mr. Spirou, the president of both HAU and the
Hellenic American Union (conveniently, also HAU), out of the facilities of which HAU
(University) operates, has claimed in the Greek courts of law that the University need not be
licensed by Greece nor should it abide by Greek law. Accrediting this institution could also
create a problematic precedent should other Greek-American businessmen decide to follow
suit and similarly attempt to circumventing Greek law.

2. Which of the Commission’s Standards for Accreditation does your complaint refer to?
Identify the specific standard (s), paragraph(s), and sentence(s). In what way is the
circumstance you describe an institutional condition (not an individual grievance) that may
suggest a violation of the Standards for Accreditation?
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Standard 8: Physical and Technological Resources. Because the institution does not have
appropriate physical and technological resources necessary for the achievement of its
purposes, it purposefully blurs the distinction between its resources and the resources of the
Hellenic American Union. Note that the Hellenic American Union, a non-profit organization,
has the same president and as HAU and its executive director is also the vice president of
HAU. The facilities of the Hellenic American Union are also listed as the facilities of HAU.

Standard 10: Public Disclosure. In presenting itself to students, prospective students and
other members of the interested public, the institution fails to provide information that is
complete and accurate and sufficient for intended audiences to make informed decisions
about the institution.

10.1 The information published by the institution on its website is not sufficient to allow
students and prospective students to make informed decisions about their education. The
website conceals the fact that the institution is not recognized by the Greek state and therefore
students will obtain degrees that are not worth the money they have paid to obtain them. The
information would be sufficient if HAU operated in New Hampshire and not in Greece.

10.2 The institution does not inform the public of the information available about itself, nor is
it responsive to reasonable requests about itself. It conceals information about its legal status
in Greece and about the true value of its degrees in the country.

10.13 Although the candidacy status for accreditation is clearly stated, there is no mention of
its lack of accreditation under Greek law. Because HAU operate only in Greece, it is required
to comply with it.

Standard 11: Integrity. The institution does not subscribe to high ethical standards in
dealing with agencies, organizations and the general public.

11.4 The institution does not observe the spirit as well as the letter of applicable legal
requirements. It does not have the necessary authority for each jurisdiction in which it
conducts activities. As an institution operating solely in Greece, thereby also under Greek
law, it refuses to comply with applicable legal requirements involving its title, licensing, and
taxation.

3. List the steps you have taken to resolve the complaint, including relevant grievance and
appeals processes at the institution. Include copies of all institutional correspondence. Is the
matter currently in litigation or institutional proceedings?

The matter is currently under litigation.

1. The Ministry of Education ordered the discontinuation of the operation of HAU
because it failed to comply with Greek law. First, the head of the department of
Colleges of the Ministry of Education gave HAU twice the opportunity to obtain the
necessary licenses, but HAU failed to do so both times. The Administrative Court,
therefore, rejected the petition of HAU against the discontinuation of its operation
ordered by the Ministry of Education (Administrative Court decision number
257/2010).

2. The Consumer Protection Office of the Ministry of Finance asked HAU to justify its
use of false advertising, namely using the title University in various advertisements as
well as in brochures given to students, before imposing a fine. HAU continued to
engage in false advertising.

3. HAU appealed the decision of the administrative court to discontinue its operation.
The appeal will be tried in the Administrative Court on October 8, 2010.

1. Document of the Ministry of Education granting authority to the Police Precinct of
the area to close down HAU because it operated illegally.

2. Document of the Consumer Protection Office of the Ministry of Finance asking HAU
to justify its use of false advertising.

3. Administrative Court decision number 257/2010 rejecting the petition of HAU
against the decision of the Ministry of Education and listing the opportunities
provided by the Ministry of Education to obtain the necessary licenses.
